But, after all, a soul is a greater force than a 
crowd - G. Lowes Dickenson 

It is incumbent on all of us that when we are reading any articles etc. on the 
Internet, watching videos on the You-tube channel we should keep in mind this 
passage taken from the abovementioned book:

Useful 
purpose can therefore be served in the interval of so-called peace by a warning 
which people can examine with dispassionate calm, that the authorities in each 
country do, and indeed must, resort to this practice in order, first, to justify 
themselves by depicting the enemy as an undiluted criminal; and secondly, to 
inflame popular passion sufficiently to secure recruits for the continuance of the 
struggle.
